The proposed storage and isolation operation
would involve:

* Application of the Waste Acceptance Criteria
(WAC) (refer to Waste Acceptance Criteria Fact
Sheet).

e Receiving accepted waste.

¢ Moving waste underground (dry packaged waste
backfill or hydraulic backfill).

* Arranging waste into compatible like-with-like
zones within emplacement rooms.

e Backfillingand room closure.
e Returning empty containers to surface.

The waste storage and isolation operation is
visually summarised over-leaf.
